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This is a proposal for extra support in Nuestro Mundo kindergarten rooms for the 2009-2010
school year. We ask that NMI recruit community volunteers to support our classes in coverage
while teachers administer assessments. We also request that NMI consider funding for any
person who might fill a position to cover/support with assessments. This proposal is based on
the following rationale:

Our experience at the kindergarten level in a dual language immersion program is that it takes
between 3-4 hours per child to administer the MMSD mandatory assessments for each grading
period for Quarters 2 and 4. During Quarters 1 and 3 the assessments take approximately 2
hours per child. As a result each kindergarten teacher is not able to provide instruction for
approximately 170 hours each academic school year.

In addition to the PLAA, the PMA and other assessments, we are now required to administer the
ACCESS Test to 50% of our student population. This takes approximately 1 hour per child,
resulting in an additional 7-8 hours that the teacher is pulled out of the classroom.

Just as the students in other programs throughout the district suffer the consequences of missing
teacher instruction during the testing periods, our students in our dual language immersion
program suffer additional consequences of missing teacher instruction. Not only are our students
expected to reach the district standards, they are expected to meet them in Spanish. As part of
our curriculum, the role of the teacher is to provide the academic language, which provides
access to content in the target language (Spanish). For all of our students, this academic
language is not used in the home. All of our students are school dependent for receiving this
instruction. Therefore, 178 instructional hours lost to testing causes significant academic and
language loss.

We teachers realize that administering assessment is part of our jobs. However, the
overwhelming time we spend in assessing is resulting in lost instruction and impacting our kids.

We ask that administration hear our concern and consider funding for extra support in our rooms
in order to preserve instruction for our students.
